Notes:
Harvest the innermost row of carrots first to make room for the basil.  Once those are harvested you can try to sow a second row in the same spot although they will soon be shaded by the basil plants.  You may get something from them though.
If the peas aren’t done when the soil reaches 65 degrees start the corn directly in front of the peas so the seedlings aren’t shaded by the vines.
Plant out your tomato and basil starts in early May.  A well-cleaned ½ gallon plastic milk jug cut in half horizontally with the lid removed will help keep the tomato plant warm overnight until the weather warms up.  If your tomato plant gets too large you may want to prune some of the outer branches.  This will increase air flow in the plant which will help keep it healthy and you will end up with the same number of tomatoes if you prune before the plant flowers.
As the Provider Bush Bean slows down you can remove it to make room for the basil and tomato plants.  When the peas stop producing you can take them out to make more room for the corn.
Cucumber Trellis (see illustration below)
Build a 2’ x 2’ cucumber trellis using 6 pieces of garden bamboo, stakes or branches and garden twine.
Supplies:
 3 - 3’ pieces of bamboo, stakes or branches
 3 – 2 ’ pieces of bamboo, stakes or branches
1 roll garden twine

Lay the 3- 3’ sections of bamboo, takes or branches on the ground vertically and spaced 1’ apart.  Take the first 2’ piece of bamboo and lay it across the tops of the three vertical pieces.  Tie it securely to all three.  Do the same process with the second 2’ piece of bamboo 1’ lower down.  Do the same process with the last piece of 2’ bamboo another 1’ lower down.  You will end up with a trellis 2x2’ with an extra 1’ at the bottom that you can insert into the ground.  It’s fine if you can only insert it into the ground 6” too.
As the cucumber vine grows you can help it to twine around the trellis.  This will provide important shade for your lettuce as the sun gets stronger.  Without this shade lettuce tends to bolt (send up flower stalks, at which point the leaves get tougher and less sweet).  
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
